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This building, formerly the home of Beauty Source, a cosmetic supply store, 
now stands completely vacant on March 5. This store was forced to shut 
down in March 2020, due to its lack of qualifying as an essential business, 
and it most likely suffered financially as a result.



Mcnamara’s Steakhouse still maintains its sign, but it has been permanently closed as 
of March 5. They ceased all operations in late 2020.
